This actor’s life began with little promise. In 1917, this
hungry boy was found in France by an American soldier
named Lee Duncan.

He often fought with staff
members. He frequently visited hospitals or old people’s
homes because he was so popular. During important
events, however, he sometimes fell asleep.

Duncan took good care of this star. He told Mr.

1926, he was chosen as the most popular film performer.

This great actor died in 1932, at the age of 16. “He has
lived a long life,” Duncan explained to Jack. It was a long
life . . . if you count it in dog years.

Rin Tin Tin was named for the popular doll that
children gave to soldiers in France for good luck. The
German shepherd puppy was rescued during World
War I and trained for a wonderful career. He could do
hundreds of tricks. “His best trick has been saving the
movie studio!” laughed Jack Warner in 1927. “He has
done more for Hollywood than anyone.”
