©®  The recent school shootings in Connecticut?/ have again raised questions /
about the role of violent media / in mass shootings. / People in Hollywood / are
asking the same questions, / but they say / that violent action films / are the
major product of Hollywood / and are not likely to disappear / anytime soon. /

® Tim Gray of the entertainment magazine Variety said the debate over 5
violent entertainment goes back to the magazine’s founding 100 years ago, and
even further. “It actually goes back 2,000 years, if you look at the plays that
the Greeks wrote, the Greek tragedies, if you think about the gladiators in the
Roman Coliseum, violence and entertainment have always gone together, but
it’s so pervasive now. That’s the big difference,” said Gray. 10
©® The famous shower stabbing scene from Alfred Hitchcock’s film, Psycho,
shocked viewers in 1960, but it was only one short scene in a well-crafted film
that mostly relied on dialogue to tell its story. Jonathan Taplin, a media ana-
lyst with the University of Southern California, said that guns, explosions and
exciting chases sometimes substitute for careful story-telling. “Action films are 15
action films, and that’s one of the things that Hollywood does well. And I'm not
positive they know how to attract a teenage audience without a lot of violence,”

he said.

® Taplin and others in Hollywood point to violent video games aimed at
individual players, so-called first-person shooter games?, as a much bigger 20
problem than movies or television. Wayne LaPierre of the National Rifle As-
sociation?, the powerful gun lobbying group, has blamed both game and movie
makers for the ongoing violence in the real world, and rejected calls for stricter

gun controls.



® But much of the world watches Hollywood entertainment “without a
problem,” said Taplin. He said people elsewhere do not have easy access to
high-powered weapons. “You don’t see mass shootings of children in many,
many countries where Hollywood movies are the key source of entertainment,”
he added. 5
@® Still, many people are concerned about the violence that now pervades
Hollywood films. What happened in Connecticut have many in Hollywood ask-
ing whether movie makers need to tone down the violence, said Gray. “People
are talking about the Connecticut shootings as if it’s the turning point that
could make a difference.” Maybe so, but we have heard that before. And youth- 10

ful audiences show no signs that they are tired of violent action films.

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Rock & Roll Legend Chuck Berry Still Rocking at 86

(1] Chuck Berry, / the man often called the “Father of Rock 'n’ Roll,” / will
be 86 this week / and is still performing. / Another music great, / Smokey Rob-
inson, / has described Chuck Berry / as “the inspiration for all of today’s rock 'n’
roll guitarists.”
(2] One of Chuck Berry’s first songs was “Brown-Eyed Handsome Man.” 5
The last part of this song goes like this:
“T'wo-three count, with nobody on?
He hit a high fly into the stand?
Rounding third he was headed for home?®
It was a brown-eyed handsome man 10
That won the game.”
(3] This song came out in 1956, less than 10 years after major league base-
ball began to accept black players. The first was Jackie Robinson?®.
(4) Rob Sheffield at Rolling Stone magazine wrote about baseball songs
on his blog and had this to say: “The guitar speeds up as Chuck Berry heads 15
into the climactic final part of the song, when that brown-eyed handsome man
(Willie Mays? Hank Aaron? Jackie Robinson?) wins the game with a home run.
Chuck would have made a lousy sportscaster but that just adds to the excite-
ment.”
(5] On stage, he became known for his wild performances, but it is his 20
songwriting skills — some call him a rock and roll poet — and his guitar work
that really set him apart from other musicians.
(6] Chuck Berry was born on October 18, 1926, in St. Louis. His mother,
Martha, was a high school principal and his father, Henry, was a carpenter.
Chuck started singing in church when he was six years old. A lot of Chuck 25

Berry’s material is about teenage life, especially school. He left school when he



was 17 and headed west with two friends, but they did not get far. They were
arrested after they used a gun to steal a car in Kansas City, Missouri. He was
released from prison after four years when he was 21.

(7] In 1955, Chuck Berry signed his first recording contract with Chess Re-
cords, and started performing around the country in 1957. One of his early hits
was “Rock & Roll Music,” which also became a hit with other bands, including
a well-known British group?.

(8] Filmmaker Taylor Hackford made a documentary called “Hail! Hail!
Rock ’'n’ Roll,” named after a Chuck Berry song. It centered on the making of
a concert to honor the musician on his sixtieth birthday in 1986. More than 75
artists and bands took part in the concert, including the Rolling Stones, Elvis
Presley, and Bruce Springsteen.

(9] The Rock & Roll Hall of Fame® in Cleveland, Ohio, included Chuck Ber-
ry in 1986. The Hall of Fame had this to say: “While no individual can be said
to have invented rock and roll, Chuck Berry comes the closest of any single fig-

ure to being the one who put all the essential pieces together.”
