Should food companies abandon best-before dates?

Reading

1] Did you know that there are two types of date labeling on foods? One is the
use-by date, showing the time until when the food is safe to eat. The other is the
best-before date, showing the time until when the food tastes or looks good. Recently,
the latter has been an issue related to food waste. Is abandoning best-before dates a

good idea?

To begin with, let's learn the history of food safety. Japan began labeling
manufactured-on dates in 1948. The rule was then changed in 1995 to meet international
standards. Since then, best-before and use-by dates have been adopted instead. However,
according to a study conducted by the European Commission in 2018, this international
rule is estimated to cause up to 10% of the annual food waste in the EU. Unlike the
use-by dates, the best-before dates do not indicate that the food is unsafe after the date.

Would abandoning best-before dates help solve some food waste issues?

There are two main advantages to abandoning best-before dates. First, it can
prevent food waste in the distribution process. The Japanese food industry has a
particular practice: when shipping products, food manufacturers make sure that the
best-before dates are later than the dates of already shipped products. This forces
the manufacturers to dispose of “older products” in stock. Those products could
still be distributed if the dates were not printed on the labels. Second, abandoning
best-before dates can help reduce food waste at home. Given that there is no date to rely

on, consumers can use their senses and knowledge to judge if the food is safe.

Abandoning best-before dates also has two possible drawbacks. First, it may
actually cause more food waste. Most people
live busy lives, so they cannot necessarily
remember when they bought the food. This
may make consumers throw away more
food. Second, consumers may be exposed
to health risks such as food poisoning. To
protect themselves, consumers must rely on

their own knowledge of food safety.
