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Self-Driving Cars

Automobiles that can safely drive themselves are rapidly becoming a reality, rather
than something from a science-fiction story. However, as the technology of self-
driving cars is improved to the point where they might be widely used, their
developers must consider some important issues about their design.

The most important questions ( 11 ) whether self-driving cars should be
required to have a licensed driver in them at all times, or whether they should even
have a steering wheel at all. Especially at these early stages, failure of the technology
is a real concern, and some say that the best solution is to require someone in the car
at all times who can take control if needed. Some raise another point, however, with
the example of the elevator.

When elevators were first invented, they required an operator, a human being

became automated, an operator was still required, for the same reasons that
automobiles require drivers today; the technology still sometimes had trouble, and
an automated elevator could be dangerous to its passengers. ( 13 ), as
technology improved and elevators became safer and safer, elevator operators
became unnecessary.
